TIEC is cooperating with its affiliated
universities to expand placement
opportunities for students enrolled in
TIEP's English for Academic Purposes
(EAP) and University Express programs.

Advanced-level TIEP students who
successfully complete either of these
programs can now meet the English
proficiency requirement for admission at
a number of TIEC-affiliated universities
without taking the TOEFL, upon
recommendation from TIEP.

In addition, students who are applying to
TIEP for intensive English study may also
qualify for conditional admission to
certain TIEC-affiliated universities.

A student will receive a conditional
admission letter from the university
stating that he/she can attend that
university after successfully completing
one of the above TIEP programs, and upon
fulfillment of certain other admission
requirements, if any, asstated in the letter.

University Express is now offering a 12-
month, year-round program with three entry
points: August, January and March.

Admission requirements now include:

+MinimumTOEFL scoreof CBT 97 (PBT 400)
for bath high school graduates and university
graduates, and

+MinimumGPA of 2.25for gudentswithahigh
school diplomaand 2.75 for sudents with an
undergraduatedegreeseekingtoenter amager’s
or doctord programintheU.S.

TIEP was responsible for recruiting and
upavisngfaculty, assessing theparticipants
English proficiency, setting up the
curriculum, and ddivering al classroom
ingtruction in conjunction with UTPB'’s
Director of Student Life, Dean of Arts and
Sciences, and Assgant Vice Presdent for
Graduate Studies and Research, who
coordinated logistics and extracurricular
activities.
