Japanese High Schoolers Visit Austin
for Intensive English Language Study

The students arrived March 18, 2004 and
will depart April 3, 2004.

The program consists of six hours per day
of English language instruction at TIEP,
plus cultural activities, including a day trip

to San Antonio, a barbecue at a local park,
a get-together with American students
who are studying Japanese at Austin High
School, and a one-night homestay.

To enhance their communication skills,
students also seek required information
from local businesses in Austin and report
it to their classes.

“Austin is a wonderful place to learn the
English language,” commented Mr.
Shigeru Atsumi, the lead teacher. “My
students learned a lot of language and
culture.”

“When we return to Japan,” he added,
“many things which were taught will be
useful.”

School to study at TIEP since 2000.

The TIEC Study Abroad Program, which
begins in August 2004, will provide English
as a second language instruction and cultural
orientation for non-degree-seeking students
at the Texas Intensive English Program
(TIEP), in Austin, Texas.

This will be followed by four to six months
of undergraduate coursework in a range of
undergraduate disciplines at a participating
TIEC-affiliated university.

While studying at TIEP, students will
receive individual advising.

They also will have opportunities for
experiential learning and local community-
service involvement through internships.
