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TIEP Maintains Strong Student Enrollment
in Challenging International Environment
At a time when registration has fallen at U.S.-based intensive English
programs, the Texas Intensive English Program (TIEP) continues steady
enrollment and solid standing as one of the nation’s preeminent training
programs.
For the Fall 2004 term, which began in
late August, TIEP has enrolled 99 students,
a number nearly identical to the 100
enrolled at the same time the previous year.

Surveys of independent and university
programs nationwide indicate typical
declines in enrollment of more than 30-
60% in recent years.

“Our steady enrollment patterns
demonstrate the solid reputation of TIEP,”
said Dr. Terry Simon, TIEP Director.

Countries represented include Angola,
Brazil, El Salvador, France, Germany,
India, Italy, Japan, South Korea, Mexico,
Spain, Taiwan, Thailand, and Venezuela.

One 8-week Fall session remains at TIEP
this year, October 18 - December 10.

During the Spring 2005 term, TIEP will
offer sessions of three lengths:

• 16 weeks, January 18 - May 13.
• 8 weeks, January 18 - March 11 and

March 23 - May 13.
• 4 weeks, January 18 - February 11.
