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TIEC’s Middle East Visit Builds Alliances for International Education
TIEC representatives spent nine days in
the Middle East in October building
relationships aimed at enhancing
international education and providing new
opportunities for TIEC-affiliated
universities.

The meetings ranged from discussions
with educators and government officials
in Egypt who are in the early stages of
planning new educational ventures to
working sessions in Saudi Arabia with
university faculty and business leaders
engaged in the establishment of Prince
Mohammad Bin Fahd University (PMU),
an ongoing TIEC project.

“We met influential leaders such as the
Governor of Dakahlya in Egypt,” said Dr.
Nick Poulton, President of TIEC. “He
expressed great interest in providing more
opportunities to Egyptian students and

preparing them to work in a global workforce.”

In addition to the governor, Dr. Poulton and Dr.
Ronald Aqua, TIEC Vice-President, met in Egypt with
leaders of the Delta Academy of Science, with whom
TIEC recently signed an agreement of cooperation.

They also met with representatives of
Mansoura University, Kuwait International
University, the Binational Fulbright
Commission, Amoun Pharmaceutical Co.,
Orascom Hotels, S. Chand Group (India),
The Education for Employment Foundation
(U.S.), and Pal-Tech, Inc. (U.S.).

In Bahrain, they met with representatives
of Eikon Academy of India.

Mid-way through the trip, Dr. Poulton and
Dr. Aqua were joined by Ernest Wood, TIEC
Project Manager, Dr. Richard Bothel of
Lamar University, and Dr. John Edwards of
The University of Texas-Pan American to
work on the PMU project.

Dr. Bothel chairs the TIEC team on the PMU
Center for Research Development and
Continuing Education. Dr. Edwards chairs
the team on PMU Student Support Services.
