University dormitories are conveniently close to
campus and classes and help you make new friends
Private dormitories can cost more than university

dormitories but may offer more amenities (computer
connections in rooms, maid service)

Cooperative housing IS cheaper than dormitories, is a
good place for meeting more types of people and

learning English. Work around the cooperative is done

by the residents.

Apartments  are quieter than either cooperatives or
dormitories but also more isolated. They can be
expensive, you will probably have to pay utility (electric,
gas and water) bills, and you may have to provide
furniture. Make sure there is a bus route close to the
apartment complex.

If your application for admission is denied, the
university will inform you in writing, usually stating
the reason for the denial.

If the denial is based upon something you can
Improve, such as a low TOEFL score, you can take
additional English language courses , re -take the
TOEFL, and apply for admission to the university
again.

If you have applied to other universities, you may
have the option of enrollment at another university
where you have been admitted.
